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Paxos, the smallest of the Ionian islands, is seven miles long and three

miles wide and lies ten miles south of Corfu. About half of the island’s

population of 2,500 live in the three villages of Gaios, Loggos and Lakka. 

The island resembles one vast garden thickly covered with olives planted

by the Venetians over three hundred years ago and tall pine trees, which

together descend to over 30 sheltered beaches on the east coast and

the dramatic cliffs of the west coast. AntiPaxos, the little vineyard island

just one mile off the tip of Paxos, has only 30 inhabitants and some of the

loveliest sandy beaches in the Mediterranean. 

For those who like exploring by boat or on foot, there are on Paxos and

AntiPaxos grottoes, caves, tiny unpopulated islands, uninhabited

villages, ancient fortresses. 

Magazia
Magazia is the island’s small,
central village for a cluster of
secluded hamlets amongst
the olive groves close to the
west coast. The one café bar
and taverna retain a
traditional island character;
the bakery produces
delicious bread and assorted
pastries and the grocery
store is small but well
stocked. The nearby Church
of the Apostles overlooks the
dramatic west coast cliffs,
which are turned pink by the
setting sun.

Paxos & AntiPaxos

Gaios
Gaios is the main village of
Paxos. Rare among Greek
islands, the little flagstoned
square with its church and
pink and white oleanders is
right on the water. The village
is a maze of narrow streets
lined with an assortment of
little shops, tavernas and
bars. A host of attractive bays
and coves lie nearby. Boats,
to reach the sandy beaches
of AntiPaxos, depart from the
square every morning.

Loggos
The smallest and most
attractive fishing village on
Paxos, Loggos remains
unspoilt. Thirty little houses
cluster around the old platia
which is right on the sea.
Silver and green olive groves
cover the hills surrounding
the village. Tavernas serve
good food and small shops
provide a wide range of
groceries. Waterfront café
bars offer delightful vantage
points for people and boat
watching. Good bathing from
beaches and rocks is within
five minutes’ walk. 

Lakka
The little port of Lakka with its
almost circular harbour and
crystal clear sea, framed by
green and silver olive trees, is
an artist’s delight.

Narrow streets, picturesque
gardens, numerous small
shops, tavernas, bars and
friendly people give Lakka a
special character of its own.
Lakka’s wide bay of clear,
turquoise waters contains a
stretch of olive-fringed
beaches, which shelve to
sand. 
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Accommodation: one double bedroom and one twin bedroom; open-plan sitting
room and kitchen with dining area; bathroom with shower. 

Facilities: air-conditioning in both bedrooms; TV; CD player; barbecue.

Villa Yakovos

From the backstreets of Gaios, a narrow winding road leads up the hill to
the sleepy hamlet of Ozias, walkable from the villa. There is a general
store come café bar, run by Yakovos, the villa’s owner. From Ozias an
unmade road leads to the secluded location of the villa. Set amongst
olive groves, with no other house in sight, Villa Yakovos looks across
private terraced grounds and over the stretch of sea between Paxos and
AntiPaxos. 

The views of AntiPaxos at sunset are spectacular. On clear days the
island of Lefkas is visible on the horizon. There is no passing traffic and
the silence of this location is only occasionally disturbed by the chatter of
cicadas during the hotter months. 

The soft furnishings at Villa Yakavos will be upgraded for summer 2012.

Extensive terraced gardens, affording
total privacy, surround the house and incorporate a large pool, an
outside kitchen, three dining areas, a citrus breakfast terrace and many
areas shaded by olive trees and lit romantically by night.
