Whatever your interests, the
Peloponnese offers huge
scope for a holiday. You
cannot do more than scratch
the surface of this vast
peninsula on one visit, which
is why so many return. With
flights directly to Kalamata,
avoid Athens and get straight
to the heart of things...

Evidence of great past civilisations —
Mycenean, Classical, Byzantine — is all
around. The scenery can be awesome,
particularly in the craggy south, and
the beaches can put many an island to
shame. Yet in only a few places does
tourism take precedence over fishing
and agriculture. Lesser known
attractions which will delight include
the rack-and-pinion railway of
Kalavrita; the fantastic caves of Dirou;
the arid landscape and ominous tower
houses of the inner Mani; and the
many hilltop castles.

The north contains the greatest
concentration of ancient sites
anywhere in Greece — Corinth,
Mycenae, Epidavros, Olympia, Argos

The Messinian peninsula is the
westernmost, has the best beaches
and is known as ‘the garden of the
Peloponnese’. A string of seaside
hamlets and miles of uncrowded
beaches lead to the impressive
fortified towns of Koroni and Methoni,
twin Venetian guardians of the gulf.
Choose from Chrani, Finikounda,
Methoni or Pylos.

The character of the central peninsula,
known as Mani, is determined by the
great mountain range of Taygetus. The
northern half is green and lush, the

southern part lunar and unforgiving.
Here are the Dirou Caves and tower
houses. The village of Kardamili on the
north-west coast is one of the prettiest
you will find, and particularly
recommended for walkers and artists.
The easternmost peninsula is notable
chiefly for Monemvasia, a vast fortified
rock reached by a causeway.

The Peloponnese is ideal for touring —
see our Hidden Greece fly-drives. If
you do not wish to drive but still want
to make the most of this wonderful
area we suggest a twin-centre, with
Tolon first and any village in the south
second.

Chrani and Finikounda
Transfer time 45-80 minutes

Chrani is a quiet seaside hamlet with a
long uncrowded beach and memorable
views across the gulf to the mountainous
Mani opposite.

Halfway down the inner side of the fertile,
rolling Messinian peninsular, it is a good
base from which to explore. Medieval
Koroni, its vast fortifications still intact,
lies some 12 kms to the south; whilst to
the north a string of seaside villages —
the largest being bustling (by
comparison!) Petalidi 6 kms distant —
means there is plenty of variety within a
short bus or taxi ride. Up to 6 buses daily
run between Koroni and Kalamata.

Chrani comprises two mini-markets, a
pair of local cafés, a low-key garden bar
and half a dozen good tavernas. Some
offer free Wifi. It has a lovely
shingle/sand beach which stretches for
half a mile and has three beach-bars
towards its northern end. All around are
trees, shrubs and flowers: it remains
green here even in high summer.

Guided walks are available (see separate
panel) and last year some excursions
were offered but to make the most of the
area car hire is a good idea. Koroni,
Finikounda, Methoni and Pylos are all
within an easy drive, as are some truly

stunning (oft deserted) beaches.

Blessed with superb beaches, Finikounda
is the prettiest seaside village of the
Messinian peninsula. Being at the
southern tip it is also the most remote,
although can be busy for the short high
season period. The three golden,
uncrowded beaches here are of coarse
sand (with some fine shingle outcrops)
and shelve into a turquoise sea.

In season some dozen good tavernas,
known for their fresh fish, offer good

dining choice and there are a number of
small village shops, cafés and bars. Some
nightlife there is, especially in peak, but
for most of the year the village is low-key
and relaxed.

Buses run west to Methoni and Pylos and
there are a couple of taxis but for further
exploration car hire is recommended. A
booklet of walks in the area is available
locally. For a beach-orientated holiday in
what is still an unspoiled area,
Finikounda is hard to beat.

Pylos and Gialova

Pylos is an historic and stylish small
town at the top of the Messinian
peninsular on its western side. It has one
of the best natural harbours in Greece —
Navarino Bay, site of the famous Turkish

defeat in 1827.50ome 16 kms to the north
is Homeric Nestor’s Palace.

For some fine sandy beaches head to
nearby Gialova and beyond — the best is
called Voidokilia, about a 15 minute drive
away. For such a small place Gialova has
a very good choice of tavernas — about a
dozen at the last count — as well as a
mini-market. The whole area is now a
nature reserve noted for its bird life and
unique species of chameleon. Last year
guided birdwatching walks around the
lagoon were arranged and bicycles can
be hired.

The neighbouring small town of Methoni
at the southwestern tip is dominated by
its impressive fortress stretching into the
sea. Evidence of past visitors includes the
remnants of a Venetian cathedral and a
Turkish bath within the castle walls.

Kardamili, Stoupa and
Aghios Nikolaos
Transfer time 60-75 minutes

Designated as a village of special beauty,
Kardamili is in the upper (outer) part of
the central Mani peninsula. It is an
upmarket little place of great appeal to
writers, artists, walkers and nature-lovers.

With the peaks of the Taygetos range
behind and a Blue Flag sea to the front,
Kardamili occupies a privileged spot on
this spectacular stretch of coastline.
Either side of the road through the village
(which can be busy in August) Kardamili
has some seven or eight good
restaurants, several bars/cafés, and a
number of small shops. It has its share of
tower houses, now deserted — just walk
for 5 minutes up the dry riverbed to Old
Kardamili behind.

To the north there is a long pebble beach
called Ritsa. Otherwise you can swim from
the rocks or from purpose-built quays in a
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Kardamili old harbour

very clean sea. There are plenty of walks,
the best being through the Viros Gorge; a
spectacular 4-5 hour nature trail with a
couple of monasteries en route.

A good choice of some interesting
excursions operate and last year included
Olympia, Mystras, the spectacular Diros
Caves and the fortress island of
Monemvasia, and mountain bikes can be
hired. For more independent exploration
we would recommend car hire as the bus
service is limited.

A 15 minute drive south, the pretty village
of Stoupa is a burgeoning small resort,
thanks to its excellent sandy beaches.
Very popular, you will find a wide choice
of restaurants, bars and small shops.

Neighbouring Aghios Nikolaos is the
archetypal sleepy Greek fishing village,
and the cafés and restaurants above the
exquisite small harbour here are the
perfect place from which to watch the
boats come and go. Pantazi beach is a 15
minute walk to the south, its wide stretch
of sand/shingle shaded by trees.

A further hour to the south is dramatic
Inner Mani - an unforgiving landscape of
steep mountains and tower-house villages.
This is touring country — see our ‘Hidden
Greece’ fly-drive section for details.

Recently stylishly renovated, this friendly
family-run hotel is at the small seaside
resort of Gialova 6 kms north of Pylos
and only a kilometre from the edge of the
important nature reserve here, known for
its birdlife.

It enjoys a quiet location just across a
cul-de-sac from the long sandy beach
here. Flowers, trees and shrubs add
colour and shade, and breakfast can be
taken under the palm trees!

The hotel has only 30 rooms, half of which
were fully renovated in 2009. Although
the rooms are not large, new furniture,
décor, bathrooms and tv provides most
attractive modern accommodation. All are
double-bedded. The remaining rooms
have been partially renovated, and so are
simply furnished in a more traditional
style (no tv) — these rooms are all twin-
bedded and include the Family Suites
(two rooms sharing one shower-room).

Unless otherwise requested, all Sunvil
rooms (bar the Family Suites) will nearly
always be on the upper floors in the
renovated section (please note, there is
no lift) with double bed. All Sunvil rooms
(of whichever type) have air-conditioning
and a balcony — the owners always do
their best to give our guests sea views.
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Wifi access is possible from the ground
floor terrace area.

The ground floor houses an excellent
restaurant — much of the food is organic
(including vegetables from their garden),
and it is a delight to eat so well in the
shade of the mature shrubs and trees the
family tend to the front. You may (or may
not!) spot the very rare chameleon
resident here.

To the rear of the hotel, shared with the
apartments, is a huge freshwater
swimming pool measuring 25m x 1om
(depth 1.85m throughout).

The Zoe owners, Voula and Stavros, are
highly eco-active (e.g. in wildlife
conservation), and guided nature-trail
walks through the reserve, noted for its
bird-life, can be arranged from the hotel.

Although there are up to six buses a day
to Pylos, most guests are quite happy to
stay put! Elsewhere in the village there
are some dozen tavernas, a mini-market,
and only 4 kms further north is the
famous beach of Voidokilia.

For a relaxing seaside location, good food
and a warm Greek village atmosphere,
yet with easy access to attractive Pylos,
Villa Zoe is highly recommended.

Set well behind the hotel are the recently
built apartments. The two buildings here
have an attractive garden and water feature
to the front — home to tortoises, frogs and
fish — and house some 20 studios and
apartments. All are exceptionally spacious
and built to high modern specifications of
comfort and quality.

The studios, a mix of twins and doubles,
are on the top floor. All possess light
kitchen facilities (rings, fridge), air-
conditioning, tv, a full-sized sofa-bed,
bathroom with bath, shower and wc
(except for two ground floor studios
which are adapted for the disabled and
have only shower / wc), and a generous
covered balcony with views over the
garden to the pool and sea or over olive
groves to the hills. Furnishings are
modern and comfortable throughout

The 1-bedroom apartments are on the
upper ground floor. They are twin-bedded
and have the same facilities with the
addition of a living room to the rear of
the bedroom (separated by a sliding

glass door) containing two sofa-beds,
again full-sized. Four new apartments are
planned on the first floor of a separate
building to one side.

Between the apartments and the original
hotel is the large freshwater pool, and the
beach is only a minute’s walk.

Built in local Maniot stone, they are very
nicely finished inside in a rustic style -
high vaulted wooden ceilings, terracotta-
tiled floors and whitewashed walls with
stonework features - yet with very
comfortable contemporary furnishings. All
possess double bed, fitted kitchen with
full cooker and fridge, air conditioning,
living area with sofa-bed, tv and dvd
player, a modern walk-in shower, a
hairdryer and an outdoor BBQ area. The
1-bedroom cottage has a fireplace and

Like the
villas it has quiet country surroundings,
good views and an attractive traditional
design in local Maniot stone.

The studios all possess a double bed, air
conditioning, light cooking facilities (2-
ring hob and fridge), tv, tiled shower
room and front balcony with views over
the pool and/or olive groves to the sea.
The studios are very nicely furnished in a
stylish modern fashion.

The apartments have the same facilities
but with a second twin-bedded sleeping
area - either an additional separate
bedroom or as an open-plan sleeping
gallery above. These units have simpler
more traditional pine furnishings.

The large freshwater pool to the front has
a well furnished terrace around it and
gardens beyond.

the pool, and further steps up to the
rooms, a stay here would probably not be
suitable for anyone with walking
difficulties.

Like the villas, the apartments share the
same ten minute walk into the village
(uphill on the way back, although nothing
too steep).
