Day Four: Day at leisure in Aveiro. Take a canal cruise
on board a‘’Moliceiro' - a traditional narrow boat; visit
the city's lagoon, the Sdo Jacinto nature reserve, the
beaches of Costa Nova and the Vista Alegre porcelain
factory in llhavo.
