The Oresund Bridge connects Skéne,
Sweden’s southernmost region, to Denmark.
Opened in 2000, this 8km structure is the
longest road and rail bridge in Europe and
its construction has cemented a relationship
between these two countries. In fact the
bridge is commonly known as Oresundbron,
a name created through a combination of
the two languages.

Day One: On arrival at Copenhagen Kastrup
airport take the train across the Oresund
Bridge to Sweden’s third largest city, Malmo
(c.21 minutes - payable locally).
