ltinerary: 8 days / 7 nights

The local name for this area is “Skdrgarden’,
literally meaning garden of skerries -
unforested rocks which rise up from the sea.
It is said that the Stockholm archipelago
consists of 30,000 islands, rocks and skerries
and the options for exploring this idyllic
seascape are endless. Our twin-centre,
seven night holiday to Stockholm and the
island of Uto is the perfect introduction to
the region, allowing time to explore the
inner and outer archipelago.

Day One: On arrival at Stockholm Arlanda airport
self transfer to the Freys Hotel in the centre

of Stockholm. Overnight at the Freys Hotel in
Stockholm (page 13).

Days Two, Three and Four: The Swedish capital is
spread over 14 islands, connected by bridges and
tunnels. It is a modern city at the forefront of design,
fashion and technology yet it remains wonderfully
calm, natural and proud of its heritage.
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Surrounding Stockholm there is also much to
explore. A highlight for the Sunvil team is Sweden'’s
best preserved Royal Palace at Drottningholm, a
UNESCO World Heritage Site and the residence of
the Swedish royal family. We would also recommend
a day excursion to one of the islands of the central
archipelago. It is only on a boat excursion that you
will appreciate the diverse nature of this destination
and the ever-changing landscape. Overnight at the
Freys Hotel in Stockholm.

Day Five: After breakfast, self transfer to the island of
Uto in Stockholm'’s southern archipelago (payable
locally). Uté Vardshus is located 450m from Gruvbyn
harbour on Utd. Overnight at Uto Vardshus on Uto
(page 15).

Days Six and Seven: Days at leisure. Time to explore
the 10km long island of Ut6 and the neighbouring
island of Alé. The island is a complete destination
where you can be as active or as relaxed as you
desire. Take a self-guided tour through the historical
iron-ore mines, join an island tour by boat, explore

the inland countryside on foot or by bicycle, kayak
amongst the surrounding skerries or swim in the
crystal clear waters, the choice is yours. A stay on
Uto, even for a couple of days, will recharge your
batteries. It may only be 2 hours from the centre
of Stockholm but, it feels like a different world.
Overnight at Utd Vardshus on Uto.

Day Eight: After breakfast, depart Ut for your return
journey to Stockholm (payable locally). On arrival in
Stockholm, self transfer to the airport for your return
flight home to the UK.

Notes: This itinerary is subject to change depending
on the boat schedules from Stockholm to Uto. Ferry
tickets payable locally.

Iltinerary: 8 days / 7 nights

Day One: On arrival at Stockholm Arlanda airport
you will be transferred to the Skeppsholmen Hotel
in the centre of the city. The Skeppsholmen Hotel
is an oasis of calm, surrounded by calm waters and

verdant gardens, and a favourite of the Sunvil team.

highlight the Vasa Museum, Fotografiska Museum
and Aquaria Water Museum as some of the best
in the city. Overnight at the Skeppsholmen Hotel in
Stockholm.

Day Three: Continue your independent exploration
of Stockholm and her surroundings. An array of
archipelago boat tours are available, as are day
cruises to Sigtuna and the Viking settlement of
Birka, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, for those
wishing to venture further afield. Overnight at the
Skeppsholmen Hotel in Stockholm.

Day Four: After breakfast, collect your hire car from
Stockholm’s downtown depot and drive to the
charming coastal town of Trosa (c. 1 hour’s drive).
Trosa, in our opinion, is one of the most idyllically
situated towns in the region and it is easy to while-
away the hours strolling along the canals, seafront
promenades and exploring the narrow streets lined
with colourful wooden houses. During the summer
months, Trosa attracts Sweden’s sailing fraternity
and the town is alive with a holiday vibe; outdoor
restaurants, cafes and festivals. Overnight at the
Trosa Stadshotell and Spa in Trosa (page 14).

Days Five and Six: Days at leisure in Sérmland,
an unspoiled, verdant province brimming with
picturesque villages and over 400 historic manor
houses. The woods here are full of birdsong

and the fields and pastures peppered with
wildflowers. For those with an interest in history,
a visit to Gripsholm Castle on the shores of

Lake Malaren is an unmissable experience.

The Trosa Stadshotell and Spa can arrange boat
tours in Trosa’s archipelago, kayak trips and bicycle
hire for their guests (at a supplement). Overnight
at the Trosa Stadshotell and Spa in Trosa.

Day Seven: Self-guided hike, spa experience
and two-course evening meal

The 1000km Sérmlandsleden walking trail
winds through the country, passing through
Trosa. Today, we have included a full day, self-
guided hike from the Royal Tullgarn Castle to
Trosa (21km) including transfers to the start of
the walk, a picnic lunch and a map. This is a
scenic stretch of trail that passes through forests
and runs alongside a stretch of coastline.

On returning to the hotel, the spa awaits - two
saunas, a steam room and a plunge pool. In the
evening, a two-course menu with wine is included.
Overnight at the Trosa Stadshotell and Spa in Trosa.

Day Eight: After breakfast, drive to Stockholm
Arlanda airport for your return flight to the UK.
